Grammar: 


Students will learn to identify and create our third type of sentence: exclamatory. This sentence should exclaim strong emotion such as excitement, surprise, anger or celebration and end with an exclamation point.  Students will continue to work on identifying and creating complete declarative (statement) and interrogative (question) sentences as well. Students should be able to name the subject (who or what the sentence is about) and predicate (telling or action part) of a declarative sentence. They should also know the 3 rules for writing complete sentences. **Review textbook pages: 30, 58, 82, 350 & 378. (SOL 2.13).
