Grammar: 


Students will identify and use singular and plural nouns.  They will know singular means one and plural means more than one.  They should know that a noun is a word that names a person, animal, place, or thing. 


Students will continue to work on identifying and creating complete statement, exclamatory, and question sentences. They should be able to name the subject and predicate of a sentence. They should also know the 3 rules for writing complete sentences. **Review textbook pages: 30, 58, 82, 350, 378, 438, 118, & 154.
