Grammar: 


For our grammar lesson students will be writing an expository piece. We will continue to work on identifying and using plural nouns correctly.  Students will learn the spelling pattern for nouns that end in consonant y where you change the y to i and add es.  They will need to know that a noun is a word that names a person, animal, place, or thing. As well, students will continue to work on identifying and creating complete statement, exclamatory, and question sentences. They should be able to name the subject and predicate of a sentence. They should also know and correctly use the 3 rules for writing complete sentences.
