3.) Sentences must end with the correct end mark or punctuation (. ? !).

There will be two Spelling Tests. There will be a 10 question phonics multiple choice that will assess your child’s ability to apply the studied spelling pattern/targeted sounds to similar words on Friday of week one. On Thursday of week 2, the second test will have multiple sections to the test.  Your child will have a written spelling test where they will be asked to spell targeted sounds and words included on the given list.  Also note that the dictation sentences will part of the test.

On Wednesday, September 12th, students will be given a sight word and definitions test.  Students will need to be able to read vocabulary & high-frequency words on sight.  Teacher one- on- one assessment will be a power point slide show that flashes the word for 2 seconds; the next word is advanced once the previous word has been read. An example can be found online on my Weebly page; address at the bottom of the newsletter. The second part of that assessment will be a matching definitions test using the above vocabulary definitions.
