Grammar: 


For Grammar, students will identify subjects and predicates of sentences. The subject names who or what the sentence is about.  The predicate tells what the subject is doing or what the subject is like.  


We will also work on remembering: 


1.) Sentences must have the first letter of the first word capitalized.  


2.) Sentences must have words  in an order that make sense and express a complete thought.  


3.) Sentences must end with the correct end mark or punctuation (. ? !).   (SOL 2.13).

Vocabulary:  We will continue to practice the Vocabulary strategy alphabetical order to the second letter (SOL 2.10).








Phonics/Spelling: Our Spelling/Phonics instruction is closed syllable words that have only one vowel which is short.


-Some words will end with a bonus letter f, l, or s.  This is only a closed syllable word at the end of the word.  The letter f, l, or s will be doubled following the short vowel as in off, drill, or mass.


-Some words will have glued sounds: all, am, an, ang, ing, ong, ung, ank, ink, onk, unk.
