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T here will be  two  Spelling Tests .  Ther e will be  a   10 question  phonics multiple choice that will  assess your child’s ability to apply the studied  spelling pattern to similar words   on  Thursday   of  week one .  On Wednesday of week 2, the  second test will   have multiple sections to the  test.  Y our   c hi ld will be asked to sort  9   of   the  first 12   word s   as well as spell th ose   word s   correctly.  T he practiced sorting activity we do  in class and on the homework page   will help  him/her  prepare for  this part of the   test .  The  review words will not be part of the s ort.  They  will be called out as a traditional spelling test.   Tests will be worth a total of  2 0 points :   sort  18   points   and review   words 2 points . C hallenge  words  will be  extra credit unless assigned due  to differentiation .    Also note that the dictation  se ntence counts once as a  separate  S pelling  grade and once as a  Language Arts {G rammar }   grade   (i.e. 100% twice or 70% twice.)   

Our first unit theme is Neighborhood Visit.  We are exploring how there are many different kinds of communities.  For our next two week study, students will be reading another realistic fiction story by Cynthia Rylant entitled “Henry and Mudge Under the Yellow Moon”. Students will have two vocabulary tests.  On Wednesday of week two, students will be given a sight word and definitions test.  Students will need to be able to read vocabulary & high-frequency words on sight.  Teacher one- on- one assessment will be a power point slide show that flashes the word for 2 seconds; the next word is advanced once the previous word has been read.  The second part of that assessment will be a matching definitions test using the above vocabulary definitions. On Thursday of week two, a 10 question multiple choice format that will target vocabulary strategies.

We have discussed it in class and in library.  Remind your student to read his/her book and take the test during the AR reading time in homeroom.
